If a learning design is to be deleted LAMS must check to see if a user is allowed to delete this based on the user_id. The UI will do preliminary checking based on the permission_code of the resource, but the server should double check.
If a learning design in run_designs is to be deleted then LAMS must check if the lesson has also been deleted first in Monitor, if not it should return an error. 

If a folder is to be deleted then LAMS must also delete all the resources inside. Permission should also be checked for each of these resources.

If a lesson is to be deleted (this would be called from monitor) then LAMS must check to see if a all the users have finished etc.. Check with Jacky for the requirements before a lesson can be deleted.
